ED physician interprets EKG as STEMI


Calls house supervisor to activate Level 1 Cardiac 72657


ED physician informs ED unit clerk to: 


M – F 0700 – 1700 - Call Cath Lab Board 72293 for Level 1 / Cath Lab to then contact available interventional cardiologist 


After hours - Page the on-call interventional cardiologist72160*999


ED unit clerk will page within ED – “Level 1” with room number








Hospital Supervisor


Receives necessary info from ED


Performs group page 4930 for cath lab team – code 999* 0


Pages additional team members, group page 9001, code 999*0  (Lab, RT, Security, ED charge nurse, CICU charge nurse, ACU, Level 1 Coordinator, ED Clerk, Chaplain)


Calls CICU 72771 to confirm bed


Create case in Optime - Leave as ED


0700-1700 - Notify cath lab to create case


1701-0659 - Hospital supervisor creates case


                     








Cath Lab Team


Upon receiving page, calls house supervisor 72657 to verify page, may leave message.


Ready to work within 30 minutes of page








Respiratory Therapy, Lab, Security and Chaplain reports to ED





Cath Lab Crew 


Pages interventional cardiologist when 2 members arrive, one of which is a nurse








Interventional Cardiologist in ED


Assesses patient to determine transport to cath lab 


Contacts midlevel provider to assist if needed

















Patient Transported to Cath Lab


Escorted by interventional cardiologist, ED nurse, respiratory therapist, security


Transport with Portable Lifepak 20 (hands off pads)


ED Clerk to transfer pt to cath lab – Ambulatory for ED patient


Security to write down time of departure per ED atomic clock


Security to ensure open access to secured doors on both levels, elevator is parked on level 1 and available for use


Security/chaplain escorts family:


From 7am to 5pm - to AHV waiting area 


After hours - to CICU waiting area 


Orients family to room & comfort measures / Instructs family to answer phone in the CICU waiting area


Notifies either AHV reception or CICU nurse of family arrival


AHV/CICU notifies cath lab staff of family arrival


AHV/CICU notifies family of patient status











Patient in Cath Lab


RT, ED nurse - assist w/ lead, mask, cap 


Nurses – confirm for care - verify patient identification, armband


Interventional cardiologist - mini H&P


Team - witness non-signed informed consent





Procedure Complete


Cath Lab:


Performs & records Level 1 debriefing


Prints extra copy of procedural report and places it in the post data box for Level 1 coordinator


CICU or receiving unit:


Faxes interim status report to referring ED physician and primary care soon after admission---provide within ED shift


Completes EPIC admission – including agreement for services signed


Enters and documents agreement for service and privacy notice


Physician:


Option to participate in debriefing for issues or acknowledgements


Level 1 Coordinator:


Creates case summary & shares with pertinent staff


Follows up on identified issues
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
